Most of this

has been collected over the
last ten years since it became
an Airshow proper.
So who is Don Bean?  Don
served as a National
Serviceman in the Royal Air
Force from 1950 to 1952 as
an Air Traffic Assistant.
Much of his was time spent
at Bury St Edmunds weeding
a large disused runway prior
to the Americans taking
occupation. He became
involved with RAFA
Shoreham Branch when the
company he then owned,
Lancing Double-Glazing,
was asked to pay for a stan-
dard for the Branch. Don of
course agreed and was asked
if he had served in the RAF,
"Yes as a National
Serviceman" replied Don.
"Then why don't you join our
RAFA Branch", he was
asked. He did and that was
15 years ago and the rest as
they say, is history.
Don said that in the early
days of the Airshows it was a
tremendous struggle to get
them off the ground with a
lot of negativity from the
then airport managers.  John
Haffenden was always a
great help to the cause in
those early days and when he
became manager of the air-
port he helped make the
show what it is today. You

can't have an Airshow with-
out the co-operation of the
airport! Don was awarded the
MBE in 2000 for services to
the Royal Air Force
Association and the Wings
Appeal.

Don Bean and Kenny Wards,
more of whom next month,
occupy a small office just off
the main Reception Area and
would be pleased to talk to
anyone about the Shows.
